. SUMMARY

An annotated cheklist of beetles associated with the main dendrocolous Basidiomycetesin the southern taiga
of West Siberia comprises 70 species of 47 genera of 24 families. Main trends of the tropic specialization of insects
are characterized based on original and literary data.
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
