ABSTRACT. All larval stages of Daptus vittatus
Fischer von Waldheimare described. Theycharacterize
by the presence of group of spineform setae on abdom-
inal tergits I-V, position of MN, and MN , and the
complicated chaetome of thoracal tergits. The hetero-
polychaetose of thoracal and abdominal tergits, and
distinctly shortened distal part of legs are obviously
adaptive features related to the very specific habitats.
The combination ofrather pleciomorphic and extremely
specialized characters suggest, that Daptus is the very
specialized derivate of certain primitive Harpalini.
