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The Royal Chitwan National Park (RCNP) is situated in south central Nepal, covering 932 km² and a buffer zone (since 1996) of 750 km². He was declared first in 1959 as hunting area and after 1963 as rhinoceros sanctuary. The UNESCO declared the RCNP as World Heritage Site in 1984.

The RCNP is located in the subtropical zone of terai with typical humid climate in the monsoon season and dry in winter. There are a diversity of ecosystems and also a high biodiversity of animals and plants. The RCNP consists of forests and grasslands, 70% of Sal forests and 20% of grasslands with more than 50 different types of grasses. 5% of the are riversides and lakes.

The RCNP is founded for nature conservation of mammals like one-horned-rhinoceros, Royal Bengal tiger, Wild elephant, Gaur, Fourhorned antelope, Pangolin, and reptiles like Python, Golden monitor lizard and Gavial. In the RCNP many species of vertebrates are recorded: more than 50 species of mammals, over 525 bird species, and 55 species of amphibians and reptiles. The hugh number of species of invertebrates, like insects and spiders are only little known.

Because of the current political situation the RCNP has many problems to manage the conservation. But there are also natural problems like flood and fire. The most problems are man made and the current situation of management is not satisfactory.

The problems appeared by human are: grazing, collecting of wood and fodder, poaching and using poison, lack of  coordination with people, industrialization around the Park area, lack of efficient man power and technology, illegal collection of plants and timber, habitat fragmentation, population growth, and lack of biodiversity investigations of lower taxa.

Conclusion: RCNP needs a positive management to protect land and biodiversity, scientific management is needed urgently. Government has to bring package programme to develop the region, for increase education, better information of local people to understand the importance of nature protection and the ecological integrity of the region.
