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. Summary

According to the author’s recent study, thirty-five species of Coccinellid beetles
were collected from the citrus groves in the suburbs of Fukuoka City, northern
Kyushu, Japan. All the species excepting Henosepilachna sparsa (phytophagous),
Illeis koebeli and Vibidia duodecimguttata (mycetophagous), are or may be predators
of the injurious insects or mites. The most important predators are as follows:

Predator Prey
Rodolia cardinalis Icerya purchasi
Stethorus japonicus Panonychus citri
Pseudoscymnus hareja Unaspis yanonensis and other Diaspine scales
Hyperaspis japonica Coccid and Pseudococcid scales
Telsimia nigra Unaspis yanonensis and other Diaspine scales
Chilocorus kuwanae Various scale insects
