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On the identity of Stethorus punctillum of Japanese
authors (Coleoptera: Coccinellidae)

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Stethorus japonicus H. Kamiya, sp. nov.

Body shortly oval, slightly narrowing towards the apex, convex. Black; an-
tennae, mouth parts, tibiae and tarsi reddish yellow; coloration of clypeus variable,
in holotype and some paratypes clypeus entirely reddish, but in some specimens
either the anterior margin of clypeus or the entire clypeus and the anterior half
of frons reddish; apex of each femur reddish, sometimes fore femora entirely
reddish.

Dorsal surface with greyish, moderately long, sparse and semi-erect pubescence.
Head with very fine and sparse punctation; antennae nearly as long as the width
of clypeus, second segment of antenna as long as wide, tenth segment longer
than wide and distinctly narrower than ninth; terminal segment of maxillary
palpus comparatively short, rather strongly narrowing towards the apex. Pro-
notum with moderately fine and sparse punctation in the median part and very
coarser, navel-like and very closer punctation along the lateral margins. Elytral
punctation slightly stronger and closer than in the median part of pronotum.

Underside with greyish pubescence and with coarse and close punctation except
on prosternum and the elytral epipleuron. Elyt:ral epipleuron strongly narrowing
posteriorly and ending near the posterior margin of the first visible abdominal
sternum. Femoral lines in the shape of a side arch which extends posteriorly as
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far as the middle of the first ab-
dominal sternum; the sixth visible
sternum in male narrowly and stron-
gly emarginate at the middle of the
posterior margin, but in the female
not emarginate but rounded.

Male genitalia: sipho moderate-
ly long, slender and subcircular at
the proximal end and nearly straight
at the distal end; siphonal capsule
without a distinct external branch,
with an elongate inner branch, which
is bifurcate at the end ; median piece
of tegmen very long and slender and
somewhat bent; lateral lobes of teg-
men very narrow and about two-
thirds the length of the median piece;
median strust two-fifths the length
of the median piece. Fig. 1.

Female genitalia: each half of
the ninth sternite (genital plate) narrow, not triangular, with a rounded apex.
bearing three short setae.

The other characters of male and female genitalia are as shown in figures.

Length: 1.2-15 mm., width: 0.9-1.2 mm.

Habitat: Japan (Honshu, Shikoku, Kyushu).

Remarks. In general characters, this species resembles Stethorus punctillum
Weise, but differs from it in the body shape, punctation, structure of the elytral
epipleuron and the male and female genitalia, etc. The structure of the male geni-
talia of this species is similar to that of S. aethiops Weise, but the shape of the
femoral line differs distinctly between the two species.

This new species has long been misidentified as Stethorus punctillum Weise by
many of the Japanese coleopterists. So far as the author’s investigation goes,
Stethorus punctillum Weise may not occur in Japan. Stethorus japonicus is the com-
monest coccinellid feeding upon mites, Prontaspis yanonensis Kuwana, Pseudaulacaspis
pentagona Targioni, Aulacaspis difficilus Cockerell and Ceroplastes rubens Maskell.
Therefore, it has hitherto been recognized as an important natural enemy of mites
and scale insects in Japan.
