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NEW SPECIES OF ECTOPARASITIC NEMATODES FROM RHIZOSPHERE
OF CONIFERALES IN THE PRIMORYE TERRITORY

SUMMARY

Three new species of plant nematodes from the rhizosphere of Coniferales in the Primorye
Territory are described. Merlinius planitierum sp. n. differs from the close species M. siddigi
by the round head of stylet and by the absence of longitudinal lines on the cuticle. Tylenchorhyn-
chus varicaudatus sp. n. differs from 7. silvaticus by a short tail, truncate cephalic end with 6—
7 cuticular rings and by stylet head shape. It differs from 7. georgiensis in prominent sclerotiza-
tion of cephalic end, long stylet, presence of spermatheca and short tail. Helicotylenchus monstruo-
sus sp. n, differs from H. platyurus by the size of the body and stylet and by the deformation
of the cuticle on the tail; from H. depressus by concave heads of the stylet, long tail and hind
position of phasmids.
