SUMMARY

The collection of Endomychidae (subfam. Eumorphinae and Endomychi-
nae sensu Strohecker, 1953) from Yunnan contains 28 species. Only 6 of
them were previously known from China, 18 species being hitherto unknown
from this country (2 of them formed distinct subspecies in Yunnan); 4 species
are new to the science. The annotated list of the species is given above.

The fauna of Western, Southern and South-Eastern Yunnan bears an
Indo-Malayan aspect and hardly shows any relation with the fauna of Ho-
larctic region. The greater part of the collected species inhabits Assam,
Buwma, Laos and Vietnam, few of them reaching Malaya and Indonesia.

Indalmus liuchungloi, sp. n. (fig. I).
S. Yunnan, Cheli, 580 m, 1 & (holotype), slightly immature.

Brown, with two yellow patches on each elytra. Upper surface shining,
rather strongly punctured, without microsculpture. Front tibia (fig. 2), mid-
dle tibia (fig. 3), hind tibia (fig. 4), 5th sternit (fig. 5), aedeagus (fig. 6).
Length 6.6 mm, breadth 3.2 mm. Female unknown.

Resembles /. kirbyanus Latr., but a little larger, differing in the pattern
of elytra and quite another structure of tibiae in the male, like those of
1. formosanus Stroh. The latter species is also smaller with quite another
elytral pattern. From the description of /. latefasciatus Pic our species dif-
fers in the absence of middle sulcus on pronotum.

Engonius chensicieni, sp. n. (fig. 10).
W. Yunnan, mountains SW Paoshan, 1900 m, 1 ¢ (holotype).

Black, shining with two strongly dentate transversal bands on each ely-
tra; with very faint microsculpture between punctures; punctures of basal
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part of elylra bear very short and thin hairs. Front and middle tibiae slight-
ly curved, hind tibiae straight. Length 7.5 mm, breadth 3.9 mm. Male
unknown.

Resembles E. pubescens Arrow by its form and size but differs in outli-
nes of pronotum, distinct middle furrow on it and strongly dentate bands
of elytra. Form of elytral bands and other characters are quite different than
in any Engonius species known to me. There are numerous, but wholly in-
sufficient descriptions of Engonius by M. Pic, it seems they cannot be ap-
plied to our species.

Eumorphus popovi, sp. n. (fig. 12).
S. E. Yunnan, 30 km SO Kinping, 400 m, 2 & (holotype and paratype).

Black, very shining, elytra with purplish-blue lustre and two small oval
patches on each. Upper surface sparsely and minutely punctured, with ex-
tremely fine isodiametrical mesches between punctures, sides and front
part of pronotal disc with very .ine longitudinal lines. Front tibiae (fig. 13),
middle tibiac (fig. 14), hind tibiae (fig. 15), aedeagus (fig. 16). Length 11—
12 mm, breadth 5—5.5 mm. Female unknown.

Very similar to E. quadriguttatus (111.) and especially to E. simplex Arrow,
differing from both in more strongly shining surface, form of elytral pattern
and especially in structure of aedeagus. The latlter is very similar to that of
indonesian E. consobrinus Gerst., but elytral pattern quite different and area
of distribution widely remote.

Eumorphus panfilovi, sp. n. (lig. 18).

Black, shining, elytra nearly dull, with purplish lustre, each with two
yellow patches, distal part of all femora bright coral-red; shoulder with con-
vex tubercle, surface of elytra minutely but rather densely punctured with
fine isodiametrical meshes between punctures. Male front tibiae (fig. 19),
middle tibia (fig. 20), hind tibia (fig. 21), 5th sternite of male (fig. 22),
aedeagus (lig. 23). Length 8—8.2 mm, breadth 4.3—5.1 mm.

Amphisternus laotinus yunnanensis, subsp. n. (fig. 28).

S. E. Yunnan, Mt. Taveishan near Pingpien, 1500 m, 1 & (holotype), 2 ¢ (allotype
and paratype); W. Yunnan, Yuili, 1450 m, ¢ (pararype).

Differs from nominal subspecies from Laos in deep-red tips of all fe-
mora and 1st joinl of antennae. Aedeagus (lig. 29).
